Professor Lee revealed the occurrence of high level
of resistance fo deffamethiin amongst the German
cockroaches. This finding comiesponded well with
the earlier study by National University of Singapore
on German cockroaches from Singapore hotels

(Choo LEW, CS Tang, FY Pang & SH Ho, 2000). The

" explanation offered was that deltamethrin in

emulsifiable concentrate formulation is a popular
choice of pest management companies in
Singapoere over the years and was Used heavily and
very freguently due jo ifs low cost as it is widely
avaliable as generic formulations.

Dr Ng disclosed that her laboratory isolated a total
of 59 bacterial species of which 36 were pathogenic.
Among the pathogens was Bacillus cereus that
causes diarrhoea, commonly known as the "Fried
Rice Syndrome”. Why fhis name? [t Is because
cooked rice is left overnight so that it stays fluffy
when fried but unfortunately the bacterial
endospores survive when the fried rice is not properly
re-heated. But do not panic. Most of us have
developed some tolerance because of our frequent
exposure (something like cockroach developing
resistance to pesticides!).

Interestingly Professor Lee confirmed that despite its
exotfic name the Oriental cockroach, Blatta orientalis
is not a resident in Singapore, It Iscommonly found
in femperate couniries.
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PROVISIONS OF ELECTRICITY ACT & GASs ACT
APPLICABLE TO TERMITE-PROOFING

GUIDELINES

Singapore has a very efficient network of electricity and gas supply. A major factor contributing to this good
reliabllity and quality is the fully underground system that is in place.

The Electricity Act and the Gas Act contain provisions to profect the electricity cable and gas pipeline
networks from being wilfully or recklessly destroyed or damaged.

At a briefing to more than 70 participants on 22 May 2009 organised by Singapore Pest Management
Association, representatives from SP PowerGrid Ltd informed parficipants of thelr duties and responsibilities
under both Acts. The objective of these Guidelines is to summarise the key points as they affect Pest
Management Companies that undertake Termite-proofing work, especially Corrective Treatment that requires
driling Injection Holes inta the ground/soll before pressure-pumping approved termiticide into them and
then sealing them.

All acts of boring are considered "earthworks” and there are measures that should be taken so as not 1o
damage any underground cables and gas pipes.

For a start all electricity cables belong to the SP PowerGrid and come under the purview of the Electricity
Act, even If they are In private land, right up to the distribution boxes. For gas pipes, the portion up to the
gas service Isolation valve will be under SP PowerGrid Ltd and similarly subject to control measures under
the Gas Act.

You should visit for the procedure and documentation relating to Gas/Cable Plan Request and the Notice
for Gas/Cable Commencement of Earthworks (NCE).

Briefly, the requirements for carrying out earthworks in the vicinity of cables and gas pipes are!
